If you do not require the accommodation booked please let the Angling Council know as soon as possible as you may be charged for it regardless, THIS IS ESPECIALLY IMPORTANT IF YOU ARE THE HOST REGION. Also if you have any special requirements, dietary or otherwise, please let us know. If you will be arriving late please let the hotel know.

If you want to arrange to stay either side of the two days booked, or bring guests, please contact the Angling Council and not the hotel. Give us suffice notice and we will try and book it for you at our preferential rate.

IF THERE ARE ANY PROBLEMS WITH THE HOTEL PLEASE SEE A MEMBER OF THE ANGLING COUNCIL, NOT THE HOTEL STAFF, PRIOR TO THE EVENING MEAL

Fishing will be two competitors to a boat, with boats leaving the harbour at approximately 09:30. Boats must return to the harbour by 17:30 for the weigh in.

Please ensure that all columns are completed. It is essential that this is done as without CSSC membership numbers claims cannot be paid.

COMPETITION RULES

The onus for having read the match rules lies with the individual competitor. ANY proven complaint about an angler not complying with these rules and they will be DISQUALIFIED.

CSSC T&S RULES
All expenses are now to be claimed via the CSSC website. An exact web address will be provided later.
CODE OF CONDUCT

As with all activities organised by CSSC we hope that you enjoy this event and find it to be well organised and professionally run - this is our clear aim on every occasion.

Events such as these are an important part of CSSC’s calendar and take a great deal of planning and hard work to organise successfully. They are paid for by members and CSSC is very mindful that this places an important responsibility on all of us to contribute to the success of each event.

To help you have an enjoyable time and ensure that your fellow competitors and colleagues do likewise you are asked to observe the following code of conduct, which as an organisation, CSSC promotes at each of its events.

1. Enjoy your competition - give your all and play to the full. Respect and applaud good play from 

    your opponents as well as your own side and remember - have fun!

2. Be on time - as a basic courtesy, for all aspects of the event. Know the itinerary and how it affects 

    you. No one appreciates a poor timekeeper. 

3. Know the rules of the game - adhere to them in practice and in spirit at all times. If you are unsure; 

    ask for guidance before the event as ignorance or cheating will lose you the respect of those around 

    you and, more importantly, may cost you success.

4. Never argue with the referee/umpire - it is against the laws and spirit of competition. It will gain 

    you nothing and potentially cost you much. Remember that the referee or umpire is likely to be a 

    volunteer and without their help the competition would not take place.

UNACCEPTABLE BEHAVIOUR WILL LEAD TO DISCIPLINARY ACTION

5. Participants should be mindful of their responsibilities - as a representative of their Departments 

    or Agency, their own CSSC Association, and also of CSSC in general. Others may be watching and 

    form opinions from what they see so make sure your conduct enhances the reputation of those you 

    respect.

6. Be aware of the proper administration of the event - report changes in availability and 

    requirements to the organisers immediately and do not bring unauthorised guests to the event.

7. If there is a Presentation and/or Dinner at the conclusion of the competition - do your utmost to 

    attend for your own enjoyment and as a mark of respect for your fellow competitors, colleagues and 

    organisers.

8. Drinking alcohol during the competition is not an advised action. You should bear in mind 

    your responsibilities to your team mates and fellow competitors.

ANGLING COUNCIL RULES

1 QUALIFICATION


Competitors MUST qualify through a regional competition. A competitor may only take   

               part in one qualifying competition. Qualification for regional angling events will adopt the  

              following rules. An angler can compete in either the region in which, a) he/she has a 

              permanent place of residence, or b) a permanent place of employment (ie. where the 

              member spends the majority of their working time during a qualifying period of six months 

              prior to the date of the regional qualifier). If neither apply, then an angler shall compete in 

              the region shown on his/her current CSSC membership card. These rules apply to full, 

              linked and family members. Competitors may only attempt to qualify from one Regional 

              event.


All competitors MUST be full members of the Civil Service Sports Council.

2
ENTRY


An entry form will be sent to either the Regional Organiser or the BDE. This must be returned 
to the competition organiser by the indicated date.

3
GENERAL

The final will normally be fished from boats unless the weather prohibits and then it will be fished from the bank. In which case, you should ensure you bring waders.

Competitors must be in possession of a current EA rod licence. It will be the competitor’s 


responsibility to obtain the appropriate licence. (For the benefit of competitors from Scotland 
and Northern Ireland we are advised that daily and weekly licences can be purchased from the 

              Environment Agency website at www.environment-agency.gov.uk). 



COMPETITORS ARE REMINDED THAT THE CSSC ANGLING COUNCIL ARE 
NOT INSURED AGAINST ANY ACCIDENT THAT MAY HAPPEN TO 
COMPETITORS IN THIS COMPETITION. A CONDITION OF ENTRY IS THAT 
THE COMPETITOR SHALL KEEP INDEMNIFIED ALL MEMBERS OF THE 
CIVIL SERVICE SPORTS COUNCIL AND THE COMPETITION ORGANISERS 
AGAINST ANY PERSONAL ACCIDENT CLAIM RESULTING FROM THIS 
COMPETITION. THE CSSC PUBLIC LIABILITY INSURANCE DOES NOT APPLY 
TO THIS COMPETITION.

PRE MATCH

The match headquarters will be the hotel, draw for boat partners will be made the evening before the match.


Boats will leave the harbour at the signal of the organiser.


The reservoir rules concerning fishing distances from the shore and dam will be strictly 
enforced.

5
RULES

Anglers are to kill their first two fish and thereafter catch and release a further ten fish making a total limit of twelve fish.

Catch and release with barbless or crushed barb hooks only. No boobies.

One brown trout only to be dispatched per four fish bag limit, other browns will count towards limit if on catch and release.

All catch and release fish must be netted and unhooked in the water to count. Anglers will have a card to record their catch and release catches. This must be signed by their boat partner before weigh in.

For each fish released 2lbs is given towards the bag total.

              There is no time bonus.

              The weight of individual fish will be capped at 6lbs.

              CATCH AND RELEASE/COMMAND OF THE BOAT

             Once an angler has reached his/her twelve fish limit he/she ceases to be a 
             competitor but may carry on fishing subject to the following:
             - He/she continues to observe the catch and release rules regarding the use of 
             barbless/debarbed flies; and
             - He/she no longer has any period in command of the boat.      

             NOTE command of the boat rests with the angler still competing and 
             he/she assumes sole responsibility ensuring all rules regarding drifting 
             and boat etiquette (see below) are observed. 

             If both boat partners have caught their twelve fish limits they may carry on 
             fishing catch and release as long as they do not impede other competitors and 
             continue to observe the catch and release rules regarding the use of 
             barbless/debarbed flies. In the interests of etiquette and goodwill, they must 
             keep clear of any other boats nor interfere with the fishing prospects of any 
             other anglers.

             At the beginning of the competition, command of the boat will be decided by the        

             toss of a coin and will change every two hours, or as mutually agreed.

             Inexperienced boat handlers are encouraged to relinquish control of the                  

             engine and ensure their boat partner is aware of any limitations; this does 
             not mean that they relinquish their right to have command of the boat. 
             Competitors have the right to change ends every two hours if they so desire.

If both boat partners complete their individual bag limits before match completion and they no longer wish to continue fishing catch and release, they may return to the boat jetty. They must not leave the fishery. 

 
DRIFTING BOATS

The Competition will be fished from drifting boats (boats drifting broadside), a drogue may be used, but the boat must be allowed to drift and no use of the oars or anchor is allowed except in the case of an emergency (during which fishing must cease). The use of an oar to straighten the drifting boat is permitted.

 
RODS 

One rod may be used by each competitor at any one time, although spare rods may be taken into the boat. Spare rods may not be assembled in any way i.e. no sections may be joined, nor should a reel be mounted nor a fly line attached.

 
FLIES 

Fishing shall be with artificial fly only.

Only 4 hook points allowed on a leader at any one time. Fishery Rules apply on fly sizes and weighting of flies. Strike indicators are allowed. Doubles count as 2 points, no use of trebles 

 
FLYLINES, LEADERS & RETRIEVES 

A competitor’s rod when working flies or retrieving casts must be above water level and the rod must be held at all times.

The "Roly-Poly" style of retrieve is allowed.

 
BOAT ETIQUETTE

Fishing must be "over the front" of drifting boats and competitors are not allowed to cast behind the boat whilst at drift unless casting to a moving fish. This is only permitted if you are not casting in front of another competitor’s water.

Do not cut in front of a drifting boat or motor up another boats drift.

Trolling or trailing of lines behind or under the boat is not permitted whether the boat is drifting or being driven by engine or oars. 

During a match, boats must not encroach within 50 yards of another boat when fishing. Thwart boards, tackle boxes and boat seats with back supports are allowed. Sitting down when fishing is encouraged for safety reasons. 

ELECTRONIC DEVICES

Mobile telephones may be taken onto the boats and may only be used for emergency purposes e.g. illness of a competitor, engine failure etc. Mobile telephones or any other electronic communication device may not be used to communicate with other competitors under any circumstances, either by voice message or text message. Mobile phones may be used to contact a match official if a dispute occurs between boat partners during the match (numbers to be provided)

Fish finding devices are also banned from use during the day of the competition.

SAFETY AND DISPUTES

Competitors must wear buoyancy aids and are advised to wear eye protection & a hat when either travelling in, or fishing from boats.

Competitors should raise an oar to alert Match Officials should assistance be required alternatively contact the game rep Fraser McConnel 07779 1241366 or the fishery lodge. During competition hours no boat will be beached except for medical emergencies, damage to boat/oars and failure of engine or being overtaken by storm. 

In the event of dangerous weather conditions, or any other circumstances, the Match Organiser/ fishery staff may alter the start time and change the hours of fishing to whatever he or the Fishery Management feel is in the best interests of the competitors.

PRIZE GIVING


The prize giving will be immediately following the post match dinner at the hotel. The   

               winning region will be awarded the Alan Riddell perpetual trophy to hold for one year. The 
               winning team, runners up and the individual first, second and third placed competitors will be 
               awarded medals.

If on arrival at the event / competition venue you have health and safety concerns regarding your participation, please raise these with the event organiser at the first opportunity.  CSSC will assess these concerns and, as necessary, take steps to re-assure you that the situation is well catered for or take action to improve the existing conditions / provision.  If you remain concerned and decide not to take part in the final on these grounds or decide to stop competing before the end, you will have two options:  you may stay at the event, assist in its organisation and support the other competitors during the day / remainder of the day; alternatively you should leave the event and return home.  

Under no circumstances can members withdraw from the final, dislocate themselves from the venue, undertake other activities during the course of the day and then return to the event for the presentation dinner or other aspects of the event.  If you choose not to compete and leave the venue, your regional CSSC management board will be notified and you may be charged for the accommodation not used.  If you are in employment, your employer may be notified in case special leave is an element of your absence from work.  It is also important to note that you would not be covered by CSSC’s insurance for any activity undertaken away from the National Final and its venue(s).

Team captains must, on arrival at the event, provide the names and mobile telephone numbers of all team members to the event organisers and must also confirm that they have these numbers entered within their own phones.  If, exceptionally, a member does not have a mobile phone, they must be briefed to stay in regular contact with at least one other member that has and this person’s details should be submitted on arrival at the event.  It is the captain’s responsibility to ensure that s/he and the event organisers can contact all members at the event quickly and directly.
