Fishing will be catch and release with points per species awarded, there will be a steward on each vessel to do the recording. Maximum points will be given for the first five of each species caught and an extra one point for each of the next five caught, after that you get nothing! Species that are in abundant supply will receive lesser points as opposed to the prime angling species ie. Bass, Turbot, etc. This is to encourage anglers to vary their tactics and fish for different species rather than going for big bags of whiting/pouting, etc. Mackerel may be caught for bait but do not count as a species if caught during a bait stop.
A £50 entry fee must be paid by each finalist via the CSSC website by the 4th July otherwise your place will be offered to another entrant. I will inform you when online payment is available via the head office website www.cssc.co.uk. Please also note that only half of your travel expenses will now be paid out, unfortunately this is beyond our control.

The onus for having read the match rules lays with the individual competitor. ANY proven complaint about an angler not complying with these rules WILL BE UPHELD.

CSSC T&S RULES

All expenses are now to be claimed via the CSSC website entry fee item.
CSSC  & ANGLING COUNCIL CODE OF CONDUCT

As with all activities organised by CSSC we hope that you enjoy this event and find it to be well organised and professionally run - this is our clear aim on every occasion.

Events such as these are an important part of CSSC’s calendar and take a great deal of planning and hard work to organise successfully. They are paid for by members and CSSC is very mindful that this places an important responsibility on all of us to contribute to the success of each event.

To help you have an enjoyable time and ensure that your fellow competitors and colleagues do likewise you are asked to observe the following code of conduct, which as an organisation, CSSC promotes at each of its events.

1. Enjoy your competition - give your all and play to the full. Respect and applaud good play from your opponents as well as 

    your own side and remember - have fun!

2. Be on time - as a basic courtesy, for all aspects of the event. Know the itinerary and how it affects you. No one appreciates a 

    poor timekeeper. 

3. Know the rules of the game - adhere to them in practice and in spirit at all times. If you are unsure; ask for guidance before 

    the event as ignorance or cheating will lose you the respect of those around you and, more importantly, may cost you 

    success.

4. Never argue with the steward - it is against the laws and spirit of competition. It will gain you nothing and potentially cost 

    you much. Remember that the steward is likely to be a volunteer and without their help the competition would not take place.

5. Attendance – all competitors will be required to fish the event, attend any meetings called whilst at the event. All 

    captains will be required to attend any Captain’s Meetings at the event, or send a deputy should they not be able to do so. 

    They, or their deputy, will be required to convey all decisions, draw results, etc. to the rest of their team. All competitors are 

    required to attend the presentation dinner and prize giving, for your own enjoyment and as a mark of respect for your fellow 

    competitors, colleagues and organisers.

6. Be aware of the proper administration of the event - report changes in availability and requirements to the organisers 

    immediately and do not bring unauthorised guests to the event.

UNACCEPTABLE BEHAVIOUR WILL LEAD TO DISCIPLINARY ACTION

7. Participants should be mindful of their responsibilities - as a representative of their Department or Agency, their own 

    CSSC Association, and also of CSSC in general. Others may be watching and form opinions from what they see so make 

    sure your conduct enhances the reputation of those you respect. All competitors are reminded that whilst at the finals, on   

    Special leave, they are deemed to be at work and anyone contravening any of the above rules or any of the generic rules will 

    be subject to the Conduct and Discipline Procedures of their Department in addition to the Conduct and Discipline 

    Procedures of the CSSC.

8. Drinking alcohol during the competition is not an advised action. You should bear in mind your responsibilities to 
    your team mates and fellow competitors.
NATIONAL SEA BOAT ANGLING CHAMPIONSHIP

RULES

GENERAL

1   The competition will be fished from boats unless the weather proves to be so bad that the boats cannot sail. If this  

situation should arise the organising committee will decide, in consultation with team captains whether the competition shall be abandoned or what other form it will take. The competition will not be moved to another date under any circumstances.

2   The team results will be decided on a total of individual boat placing points, the least points scored on a boat will be 

     allocated the same number of points as the number of teams present in your boat, ie. all twelve regions are represented 

     therefore thirty-six competitors in total equals twelve per boat, boat winner gets one point, last place gets twelve points, etc. 


     In the case of a tie between anglers the number of species will be taken into account, if it is still a tie the number of fish will 
     be taken into account, if it is still a tie both anglers will receive the same number of points and the next placed angler will    

     receive two points more and so on. 

    The winning team will be the team with the least position points. In the event of a tie the total fish points of the tied teams    

    will decide the placings, if it is still a tie then the number of species will be used, if it is still a tie then the number of fish will    

    be used. If all that fails they will share the placing. 

3  A system to ensure that each team has a fair selection of available boat positions has been devised and the draw for places 

    will be done in advance and circulated prior to the match day.
QUALIFICATION

4   All competitors MUST be full members of the Civil Service Sports Council and have qualified through a properly   

    convened Regional Qualifying competition. Qualification for regional angling events will adopt the following rules. An angler can compete in either the region in which, a) he/she has a permanent place of residence, or b) a permanent place of employment (ie. where the member spends the majority of their working time during a qualifying period of six months prior to the date of the regional qualifier). If neither apply, then an angler shall compete in the region shown on his/her current CSSC membership card. These rules apply to full, linked and family members. Competitors may only attempt to qualify from one Regional event.

5   Any competitor found to have competed in more than one qualifying competition will be disqualified from the competition.

6   An official entry form will be sent to the Regional Organiser some time before the match. This entry form MUST be 

     returned to the organiser by the indicated date.

THE EVENING BEFORE THE MATCH

7   Pools entries should be returned at this time or before boats sail at the latest. T&S claims should also be returned by this  

     time or pay out immediately following the competition may not be possible.

CONDUCT OF THE MATCH

8   Competitors must assemble at the quay before the stated sailing time. Boats will not wait for late competitors. The 

     competition duration is six hours from “lines down”. 
9   A competitor will not have in use more than one rod at any one time and the tackle attached shall not have more than three  

     hooks. For the purpose of this rule a treble shall be considered as three hooks and a double as two hooks. Spare baited traces 

     are allowed. Spare rods with reels attached are allowed, the line may be threaded through the rings with a link attached but 

     NO terminal tackle should be attached.

10 Fish caught during a specified bait fishing stop will not be counted.

11 Any fish hooked by two or more anglers shall not be eligible.

12 All fish caught should be brought on board (unless dangerous ie. Conger, Tope, Weaver, etc)  handled carefully and 
     returned alive as soon as possible after recording unless they are being  

     kept for the table. 

13 Anglers may only receive assistance to gaff or otherwise lift fish on board. Potentially dangerous fish, e.g. large conger,  

     should have the trace touched by either skipper or steward and be released at the side of the boat and not removed from 
     the water. 

14 The competition is fished without any size limits unless otherwise notified. Attached is a list of minimum sizes for fish that 

     are being kept for the table. Any fish below these sizes MUST be returned. 

15 Casting shall be allowed at the discretion of the boat skipper and the boat steward.

16 Boats must return to the quay by the stated time.

AFTER THE MATCH

17 DISPUTES AND/OR OBJECTIONS against competitors conduct must be made in writing to the chief steward not more than thirty minutes after completion of the match.

18 There will be a presentation meal provided for competitors following the competition. The prize giving will follow immediately after the meal.

19 Competitors are reminded that the CSSC or its servants do not hold themselves responsible for any accidents to or arising from the actions of competitors or third parties at this competition.

20 If on arrival at the event / competition venue you have health and safety concerns regarding your participation, please raise these with the event organiser at the first opportunity.  CSSC will assess these concerns and, as necessary, take steps to re-assure you that the situation is well catered for or take action to improve the existing conditions / provision.  If you remain concerned and decide not to take part in the final on these grounds or decide to stop competing before the end, you will have two options:  you may stay at the event, assist in its organisation and support the other competitors during the day / remainder of the day; alternatively you should leave the event and return home.  

Under no circumstances can members withdraw from the final, dislocate themselves from the venue, undertake other activities during the course of the day and then return to the event for the presentation dinner or other aspects of the event.  If you choose not to compete and leave the venue, your regional CSSC management board will be notified and you may be charged for the accommodation not used.  If you are in employment, your employer may be notified in case special leave is an element of your absence from work.  It is also important to note that you would not be covered by CSSC’s insurance for any activity undertaken away from the National Final and its venue(s).

21 Team captains must, on arrival at the event, provide the names and mobile telephone numbers of all team members to the event organisers and must also confirm that they have these numbers entered within their own phones.  If, exceptionally, a member does not have a mobile phone, they must be briefed to stay in regular contact with at least one other member that has and this person’s details should be submitted on arrival at the event.  It is the captain’s responsibility to ensure that s/he and the event organisers can contact all members at the event quickly and directly.
22 In any matters on which these rules are silent the decisions of the organising committee will be final and binding.
