COMPETITION RULES

The onus for having read the match rules lays with the individual competitor. ANY proven complaint about an angler not complying with these rules WILL BE UPHELD.

CSSC T&S RULES

All expenses are now to be claimed via the CSSC website entry fee item.
NATIONAL TEAM COARSE ANGLING CHAMPIONSHIP

RULES
GENERAL

1. The match will be fished by teams of four anglers with one member of each team in each of four   sections. Any local club rules applicable on the match water will automatically be included into these rules. Teams will normally be advised of any local rules with the entry package.  


2. Anglers representing the English regions and Wales will be expected to have Environment Agency rod licences. Anglers from Scotland and Northern Ireland will be expected to obtain Environment 

Agency rod licences. Please note the Angling Council cannot obtain licences.

3. By taking part in these championships all competitors will be deemed to be aware of these and any supplementary regulations. Ignorance will not be accepted as a reason for rule breaking by any 

competitor.

4. The final will be fished to NFA rules unless superseded by local/fishery rules.

ELIGIBILITY

5. Competitors must be full members of the Civil Service Sports Council. A ‘retired member’ is regarded as a full member for the purposes of this competition. In the case of Northern Ireland 

NICCSA membership is also accepted.

6. The match will be for teams of the top four individual anglers who have qualified through a Regional qualifying event. Qualification for regional angling events will adopt the following rules. An angler can compete in either the region in which, a) he/she has a permanent place of residence, or b) a permanent place of employment (ie. where the member spends the majority of their working time during a qualifying period of six months prior to the date of the regional qualifier). If neither apply, then an angler shall compete in the region shown on his/her current CSSC membership card. These rules apply to full, linked and family members. Competitors may only attempt to qualify from one Regional event.

7. Some time before the competition, Regional Organisers or BDE’s will be supplied with a pack containing Entry Forms, Pools Entry Forms, T&S claim forms, Rules and any other pertinent 

information. The Entry Form MUST be returned to the organiser by the date shown.

GENERAL ARRANGEMENTS AT THE VENUE PRIOR TO THE MATCH

8. THE EVENING PRIOR TO THE MATCH

      Section draw. Members of the Angling Council in the presence of the Team Captains will conduct    

      the draw to allocate team members into sections. Any amendments to the team from those submitted 

      on the entry form TOGETHER WITH PROOF THAT ANY SUBSTITUTES FISHED THAT 

      REGION’S QUALIFIER should be advised at this time if not done previously. T&S claim forms 

      should be handed to the Treasurer or his representative at this time.  Optional pools should be paid 

      in (IN CASH PLEASE) at this time. If a team is not present pools will be allowed to be paid until 

      immediately before the individual draw is made on the morning of the match.

      9. THE MORNING OF THE MATCH

Optional pools that were not paid the previous evening must be paid. The Match Draw will be made by team captains.

CONDUCT OF THE MATCH

10. Where transport is provided from the match headquarters to and from the venue it must be used by all competitors unless a special dispensation to use alternative transport has been given by the 

competition organiser.

11. Competitors must obey all rules about parking and must keep all gateways clear of any obstructions and shut

12. The Championship will be pegged down and competitors fishing station should be within one yard of either side of the peg.


13. Competitors, on the request of a Match Steward or Council Member, must allow their tackle and bait, including the contents of their keepnet to be inspected.

14. Competitors may only use one rod, one line and one hook at any one time (for the purposes of this rule any legal instrument is considered to be a rod). Other rods and tackle may be made up and 

positioned, unbaited, to the side or rear of the angler.
15. Competitors may position seat boxes, keepnets, mix groundbait, clear their swims of weed and other obstructions, plumb the depth and shot up float tackles before the starting signal. They must not introduce bait or otherwise break the surface of the water until that signal has been given.  


16. Some competitors or teams may be asked to take scales and carry out weighing or other duties at the match. Any competitor who, in the opinion of the stewards, unreasonably refuses to perform these duties will be disqualified.


17. Competitors must not leave litter or discard used split shot or other tackle within the confines of their swims. Any competitor with litter in the confines of their swim will not be weighed in.

18. Competitors must not leave their pegs once the starting signal has been given until they have been weighed in except to answer a call of nature, for an emergency or to remove litter unless so 

directed by a steward. 

19. On moving water the limit of a competitors swim is from one yard upstream of the peg to one yard upstream of the next peg below. On still waters the limits shall be halfway to the competitors on either side. Competitors must not allow tackle and bait to encroach on another competitor’s swim unless this happens accidentally while playing a fish.


20. Wading is permitted but anglers must not be more than four feet from the bank unless given dispensation from the match or section steward and competitors must stay within the confines of 

one yard either side of their peg.

21. All fish must be retained free swimming in a keepnet that is at least eight feet long and otherwise conforms to the standards in the E A Region in which the match is fished. Stewards will be 

instructed not to weigh in any fish retained in buckets or any other containers.

22. Trout, Salmon, pike and crustaceans will not count. All other fish including Eels will.

23. The end of the competition will be signalled by a whistle or air horn. Any angler who is playing a fish when this signal is given should immediately shout ‘fish on’ and will be given a further fifteen 

minutes to land it.

WEIGHING IN

24. All catches will be weighed to the nearest eight drams rounded up.

25. Results will be worked out as follows. Each section winner will receive 1 point, the runner up 2 and so on, in the event of a tie equal points will be awarded. No fish equals one more point than the total number of teams competing. The team with the lowest points will be declared the winners. In the event of a tie in the team competition the winners will be decided on total weight, if it is still a tie a count back of section places will decide the competition.

26. Please keep away from the weigh in team unless your catch is being weighed. They have been instructed not to let you see any results, other than your own.


PROTESTS

27. Any protest must be made in writing to the chief steward before the announcement of the results. 

The captain of the objecting team shall inform the chief steward that an objection is to be lodged. The organising committee will consider the protest and may call any competitor or steward together with the involved team captains to provide a verbal statement. The committee will then retire to consider the matter. The organising committee decision shall be final and binding. 

      Should you decide that you are not going to compete in the final because of health and safety  

      concerns you will have two options, a) you can stay and assist with running of the event or b) 

      you leave that day and return home. If you decide on option b) then you are deemed to have 

      disassociated yourself  from the event, CSSC insurance will cover you on your return journey 

      that day but if you decide to go off and fish elsewhere and return later then that cover is void. 

      Additionally you may be charged by your region for accommodation not used and your 

      employer may be notified that you did not attend an event qualifying for special leave.

    you and, more importantly, may cost you success.

4. Never argue with the referee/umpire - it is against the laws and spirit of competition. It will gain 

    you nothing and potentially cost you much. Remember that the referee or umpire is likely to be a 

    volunteer and without their help the competition would not take place.

UNACCEPTABLE BEHAVIOUR WILL LEAD TO DISCIPLINARY ACTION

5. Participants should be mindful of their responsibilities - as a representative of their Departments 

    or Agency, their own CSSC Association, and also of CSSC in general. Others may be watching and 

    form opinions from what they see so make sure your conduct enhances the reputation of those you 

    respect.

6. Be aware of the proper administration of the event - report changes in availability and 

    requirements to the organisers immediately and do not bring unauthorised guests to the event.

7. If there is a Presentation and/or Dinner at the conclusion of the competition - do your utmost to 

    attend for your own enjoyment and as a mark of respect for your fellow competitors, colleagues and 

    organisers.      
8. Drinking alcohol during the competition is not an advised action. You should bear in mind 

    Your responsibilities to your team mates and fellow competitors.
